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Board of Directors Meeting
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Arrangements are underway for our next golf
tournament. The plan is to hold it, once
again, at Wachesaw Plantation in May, April
or March of 2006. Lion Bob Hayes has
agreed to chair this event.

Budgets for this year were approved as sub-
mitted by the Finance Committee:

a  Our “Adminigtrative Account”
(member dues, meal expenses, post-
age, supplies, gifts etc.) is expected
to show a deficit for the year. A
contributing factor to this issue is
delinquent member dues payments.
ALL members are urged to pay
their dues promptly so that this
account can remain in the black.

b. Our“Trust Account” (income from
fund-raising events; ALL monies
spent MUST be for charitable pur-
poses!) is expected to have net in-
come in excess of $17000 this year.
This income is from our Broom &
Bulb sales, Calendar sale project,
money we earn from recycling
printer cartridges, and, of course, the
golf tournament.

Thus far, the total approved budget
for charitable donations is $10400,
which provides some room for addi-
tional requests; it is expected that
over $4000 will be spent, this year,
in our community, for eyeglasses
and exams for the needy. The bulk
(61%) of our donations will be made
to LOCAL charities and causes,
while the remaining will be nearly
evenly divided between Lions Inter-
national “Core” charities ((LCIF,
Leader Dogs for the Blind), and SC
Lions supported charitable causes
(Storm Eye/MUSC, SCLCS, etc.)
